GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS 

 

Exhibitors must adhere to all rules as they apply to individual departments as 

well as the following regulations: 

 

1. The Rehoboth Agricultural Fair is a member of the Massachusetts Agri-

cultural Fairs Association and the International Association of Fairs and Expos. 

The rules and regulations of these organizations will apply where applicable. 
2. Drinking of alcoholic beverages is prohibited on the Rehoboth Fair-

grounds. 
3. No smoking is allowed under any tents. 

4. No exhibit shall be removed before the close of the Fair, without the ex-

press consent of the department head and fair management. Please refer to the 

individual department for specific times. 
All reasonable precautions will be taken by the Fair Committee for the safe 

keeping of animals and article entrusted to its care, but all exhibits are received 

upon the express condition that THE FAIR SHALL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE 

FOR ANY LOSS OR DAMAGE that may occur to animals or articles on ex-

hibit for any reason. Exhibitors, contestants, and/or participants agree to be 

solely responsible for any loss, injury to, damage done, occasioned by or aris-

ing from any exhibit, equipment, animal or person and to defend and indem-

nify the Committee and the management thereof against all claims and liability 

in regard thereto. In view of this understanding, exhibitors, contestants, and/or 

participants may deem it advisable to obtain appropriate liability insurance. 

 

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS AND RULES FOR ENTERING THE 

FAIR 

1. Departments marked 4H or Youth are for boys and girls 8 through 19 years 

of age as of January 1st . Anyone 20 years or older are considered adults. 

2. Each exhibit must have an entry card made out at the Fairgrounds or ob-

tained in advance at the following locations: Rehoboth Tractor,71 Wheaton 

Avenue, Rehoboth, MA , Rehoboth Fair Office, 71 Wheaton Avenue, 

Rehoboth, MA. Personal address labels are acceptable. 
3. Entries will be accepted in order of receipt. Entries are limited to space. 

4. An exhibitor shall make only one entry in a given category lot, exclusive 

of animal categories. 
5. No exhibits shall be removed before the close of the Fair. 
6. All classes are for Amateurs only, except where stated. 

AMATEUR- One who receives no compensation in the field they exhibit. 

PROFESSIONAL- A person is considered a Professional if he or she de-

rives compensation on a regular basis in the field they exhibit. 

7. Soiled fabric pieces will not be accepted. 

8. Entries using flowers on the Massachusetts Conservation List will be dis-

qualified. 
9. The Committee, Judge or Fair Management reserve the right to reject any 

or all exhibits they feel are not appropriate. 
10. Placing will be awarded on the basis of the quality of the exhibit and the 

decision of the judge(s) will be final. Additional judging criteria are noted 

where appropriate. 
11. Exhibitors may not be present during judging. 

12. Judges may not be contenders in any amateur class listed in their area of 

expertise. 
13. Any person to whom a premium shall have been awarded or paid in conse-

quence of any deception or misrepresentation by him shall not only forfeit such 

premiums, but afterwards be prohibited from competing for the Fair’s premi-

ums. PREMIUM CHECKS MUST BE CASHED WITHIN 60 DAYS OF RE-

CEIPT- NO EXCEPTIONS. 
Additional rules, premiums and awards are listed in each Department and 

Class. 

 

EXHIBITOR STANDARDS: 

 

The Fair is an educational activity. Exhibitors are expected to use good 

sportsmanship, cooperation and have a positive social behavior towards 

others. Dress code should be appropriate. No bathing attire or bare feet 

allowed. 

 

At no time shall there be any horseplay, smoking or alcoholic beverage in the 

livestock areas. 

 

The Rehoboth Agricultural Fair will provide bedding only for livestock. Hay 

available upon request. 

 

GENERAL LIVESTOCK RULES AND INFORMATION 

 

1. All animals must be checked by the Fair vet and/or the department head or 

his designee, upon arrival at the fairgrounds. The decision regarding the eligi-

bility/soundness by the vet/department head or designee is final 
2. Please review and comply with all health regulations as they pertain to 

individual departments. Massachusetts Department of Agriculture rules regard-

ing animal health must be adhered to. 
3. All out-of-state livestock must be accompanied by a current Certificate of 

Health. 
EXHIBITOR PARKING WILL BE EXTREMELY LIMITED. PLEASE 

CHECK WITH DEPARTMENT HEAD IF PARKING PROBLEMS ARISE.

Any Changes  day of the Show at the discretion of the Show Superintendent.                         

 

 

Health Regulations:  2011 Massachusetts Fair Animal Health Rules are condi-

tions for entry into the Fair. All animals must be tagged or tattooed. Registra-

tion papers are to be available at the time of check in and for the duration of 

the Fair. 

 

All Animals MUST be in proper physical condition and free of visual evidence 

of infectious, contagious or parasitic disease at time of arrival. The Show Su-

perintendent, Show Committee or Judge reserve the right to reject any and all 

exhibits that they deem unacceptable. The Committees and/or Judge’s decision 

is final. 

 

No animal which, in the opinion of the judges, is unworthy, shall be exhibited 

or compete for a premium. 

 

LIVESTOCK HEALTH RULES: 

 

All animals to be exhibited at fairs and shows will be examined for infectious 

or contagious diseases such as: 

 

CATTLE:  Foot Rot, Mange, Pinkeye, Ringworm, Warts, Cow-Pox 

 

SWINE:     Atrophic Rhinitis, Mange 

 

SHEEP/GOATS:  Foot Rot, Sore mouth, Pinkeye, Ringworms, etc. 

 

HORSES:  Coggins, Distemper, Equine Infectious Anemia, Mange, Ringworm 

(Vaccinated against  EEE-NEE) 

 

POULTRY:  Infectious Bronchitis, Croyza, Pullorum, Laryngo (Tracheitis, 

Fowl-pox, External Parasites) 

 

Any evidence of these or any other contagious or infectious diseases will result 

in animals being rejected for entrance. 

 

Entries limited to space available. 

 

Bedding will be furnished by Fair management, 

 



 

 

ALL ANIMALS:  ALL ANIMALS BEING EXHIBITED AT THE FAIR 

MUST BE VACCINATED FOR RABIES. PROOF OF RABIES VACCINA-

TION TO BE AVAILABLE AS REQUESTED BY FAIR MANAGEMENT. 

 

Official identification of animals is required. 

 

Additional recommendations for enforcement by fairs are included to serve as 

guidelines for animal health protection purposes. 

 

.COMMONWEALTH OF MASSACHUSETTS  

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURAL RESOURCES/FAIRS  

In addition to complying with all laws and regulations governing animal health 

issues (M.G.L. C. 129 §§14D, 14E, 44 and 330 CMR 4.03, 4.07, 16.03), all 

fairs must adopt and enforce the following rules for governance of the fair:  

2011 Fairs - Animal Health Rules  
NO animal will be admitted to the fairgrounds unless it meets the require-

ments below. NO animal is to be unloaded or enter a barn or tie-out stall 

until the animal and its paperwork have been inspected and approved for 

entry.  

A. General Rules for All Animals  
 

1. All animals must be in proper physical condition, be properly identified 

and free of visual evidence of infectious, contagious or parasitic disease at 

time of arrival. Specific diseases and conditions which will disqualify an 

animal for entry are identified for each species in the following sections of 

the rules. Animals of any species with open or draining wounds will not be 

approved for entry.  
 

2. Evidence of infectious, contagious or parasitic disease or failure to pro-

duce the necessary documents for health certification, vaccination or test-

ing will result in the animal's rejection for entry. THE INSPECTOR'S 

DECISION IS FINAL.  
 

3. REMINDER: ALL sheep and goats of any age or sex brought to show 

or exhibition from either out of state or within state must possess a USDA 

approved individual identification tag, tattoo, or electronic implant consis-

tent with the requirements of the Federal Scrapie Eradication Program 

and the Massachusetts Emergency Order 1-AHO-06. Information on ap-

proved tags, tattoos and electronic implants is available from the USDA 

APHIS office in Sutton, MA at 508-363-2290.  
 

4. All livestock must have proper ID. For animals identified by microchip, 

readers must be available to the Inspectors.  
 

5. SEE INDIVIDUAL REQUIREMENTS FOR EACH SPECIES LISTED 

BELOW.  

B. Out of State Animals  
 

1. All animals entering a Massachusetts fairground from out of state must be 

accompanied by a valid health certificate signed by an accredited veterinarian 

certifying that the animals are clinically free of infectious or contagious disease 

and exposure from such disease. Documents of health certification must be 

written on relevant state or federal health forms only. These certificates must 

be available upon request to fair inspectors.  

 

2. Health certificates must be dated January 1, 2010 or later. These documents 

will be acceptable for the entire fair season in Massachusetts. TB and Brucello-

sis testing is not required for animals from TB-Accredited and Brucellosis-Free 

States. Current brucellosis and TB status in the exhibitor’s state can be ob-

tained from the state veterinarian’s office in each state. If the exhibitor’s state 

is not TB-Accredited or Brucellosis-Free, then the exhibitor must call the Mas-

sachusetts Bureau of Animal Health for entry requirements (617-626-1795).  

 

C. Poultry  
 

1. No poultry will be admitted to a fairground until it has been individually 

inspected.  

2. All poultry must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases: infec-

tious bronchitis, coryza, pullorum-typhoid, fowl-pox, external parasites and 

laryngotracheitis.  

 

3. Each bird must be accompanied by written proof (ID card or test report) that 

the breeding flock was blood-tested negative for pullorum-typhoid within one 

year prior to entry date.  

 

4. Birds from quarantined states will not be permitted entry.  

 

5. All birds over 16 weeks of age as of January 1, 2010 shall be individually 

leg banded with a state leg band. This includes out of state exhibitors.  

 

6. No bird vaccinated for laryngotracheitis within thirty days of the fair will be 

admitted.  

 

 

D. Cattle, Goats and Camelids (Llamas, Alpacas, etc.)  
 

1. All animals entering a Massachusetts fairground from out of State or within 

the state must be accompanied by a valid health certificate signed by an ac-

credited veterinarian certifying that the animals are clinically free of infectious 

or contagious disease and exposure from such disease. Cattle and Camelids 

must be identified by either ear tag, tattoo, registration or microchip. Note that 

all goats and kids presented, regardless of age, must be individually listed 



 

 

and identified on the health certificate. These certificates must be available 

upon request to fair inspectors. Documents of health certification for out of 

state animals must be written on relevant state or federal health forms only. In-

state animals may be accompanied by a certificate of examination on a veteri-

narian’s letterhead stationery which clearly identifies the contact information 

for the veterinarian signing the certification. Certificates written on plain paper 

are not acceptable. Health Certificates must be dated January 1, 2010 or later. 

These documents will be accepted for the entire fair season in Massachusetts.  

 

2. All of the above animals must be free of visual evidence of the following 

diseases and conditions: foot rot, mange, pink-eye, ringworm, warts, cow-pox 

and open or draining wounds.  

 

3. In addition, all Goats must also be free of sore mouth and scrapie exposure. 

Based on the Federal Scrapie Eradication Program (FSEP), goats of any age or 

sex brought to show or exhibition from either out of state or within state must 

possess a USDA approved individual identification tag, tattoo, or electronic 

implant consistent with the requirements of the FSEP and the Massachusetts 

Emergency Order 1-AHO-06. Information on approved tags, tattoos, and elec-

tronic implants is available from the USDA-APHIS office in Sutton, MA at 

508-363-2290.  

4. Blue Tongue testing is required for Camelids originating from outside the 

Commonwealth. Exception: Animals from a USDA declared "Low Incident 

State" are exempt. Note: New England and New York are low incident states.  

 

5. While not required, it is strongly recommended that all cattle be currently 

vaccinated for rabies.  

 

E. Swine  
 

1. All swine entering a Massachusetts fairground must be accompanied by a 

valid health certificate signed by an accredited veterinarian certifying that the 

animals are clinically free of infectious or contagious disease and exposure to 

such disease. Documents of health certification for out of state animals must be 

written on relevant state or federal health forms only. In-state animals may be 

accompanied by a certificate of examination on a veterinarian’s letterhead sta-

tionery which clearly identifies the contact information for the veterinarian 

signing the certification. Certificates written on plain paper are not acceptable. 

These certificates must be available upon request to fair inspectors. Health 

certificates must be dated January 1, 2010 or later. These documents will be 

accepted for the entire fair season in Massachusetts. All swine must be identi-

fied by an official ear tag or registration.  

 

2. Swine must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases and condi-

tions: erysipelas, atrophic rhinitis, mange and open or draining wounds.  

 

3. No person shall import into Massachusetts from outside the state any swine 

which have been pseudorabies vaccinated. M.G.L. c. 129 §14E.  

 

4. No person shall import into Massachusetts swine from Stage l or Stage ll 

Pseudorabies States.  

 

5. All swine shall originate from qualified pseudorabies-free herds, or moni-

tored herds in qualified pseudorabies free States only. The pseudorabies status 

of the exhibitor’s state can be obtained from the state veterinarian’s office in 

each state.  

 

F. Sheep  

 

1. Sheep entering a Massachusetts fairground must have a valid health certifi-

cate signed by an accredited veterinarian certifying that the animals are clini-

cally free of infectious or contagious disease and exposure from such disease. 

Documents of health certification for out of state animals must be written on 

relevant state or federal health forms only. In-state animals may be accompa-

nied by a certificate of examination on a veterinarian’s letterhead stationery 

which clearly identifies the contact information for the veterinarian signing the 

certification. Certificates written on plain paper are not acceptable. These cer-

tificates must be available upon request to fair inspectors. Health certificates 

must be dated January 1, 2010 or later. These documents will be acceptable for 

the entire fair season.  

 

2. No sheep will be allowed entry from flocks in which Scrapie has been diag-

nosed or in which animals are under surveillance for Scrapie during the previ-

ous eighteen months. Based on the Federal Scrapie Eradication Program 

(FSEP) and the Massachusetts Emergency Order 1-AHO-06, sheep of any age 

or sex brought to show or exhibition from either out of state or within the state 

must possess a USDA approved individual identification tag, tattoo, or elec-

tronic implant consistent with requirements of the FSEP. Information on ap-

proved tags, tattoos, and electronic implants is available from the USDA 

APHIS office in Sutton, MA at  

 

508-363-2290.  

 

3. No sheep will be permitted entry from flocks in which Soremouth has ex-

isted or in which Soremouth Vaccine has been administered in the previous 

sixty days.  

 

4. Sheep must be free from visual evidence of foot rot, sore mouth, pink eye, 

ringworm, and open and draining wounds.  

 

5. While not required, it is strongly recommended that sheep be currently vac-

cinated against rabies.  



 

 

G. Equine  
 

1. All equines entering a Massachusetts fairground must have a valid health 

certificate signed by an accredited veterinarian certifying that the animals are 

clinically free of infectious or contagious disease and exposure from such dis-

ease. Documents of health certification for out of state animals must be written 

on relevant state or federal health forms only. In-state animals may be accom-

panied by a certificate of examination on a veterinarian’s letterhead stationery 

which clearly identifies the contact information for the veterinarian signing the 

certification. Certificates written on plain paper are not acceptable. These cer-

tificates must be available upon request to fair inspectors. Health certificates 

must be dated January 1, 2010 or later. These documents will be acceptable for 

the entire fair season.  

 

2. All equines must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases and 

conditions: mange, ringworm, soring, strangles, and open or draining wounds.  

3. All equines originating from within and outside of the Commonwealth must 

have a negative USDA-approved EIA test (i.e., Coggins test or ELISA test) 

dated within twelve months of entry.  

 4. While not required, it is strongly recommended that all equines be vacci-

nated for rabies, tetanus and EEE within one year of the fair.  

 

H. Rabbits  
 

1. Rabbits must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases: snuffles, 

wet tail, skin and ear infections.  

 

I. Dogs and Cats  
1. All dogs and cats must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases: 

kennel cough, distemper, hepatitis, parvo, ringworm and mange.  

2. All Massachusetts dogs and cats and those originating from out of this 

State must have a valid and current vaccination certificate for rabies.  
 

Exhibitors are asked to provide their own feed and water tubs/buckets. 

 

Exhibitors are reminded that they must work on their own animals. Parents, 

coaches, advisors and friends are not permitted to work on any fitting and 

showmanship animal prior to, or on the day of the show. Violators will be dis-

qualified. 

 

Dress Code:  All contestants are required to wear suitable, professional show 

attire. Clean shirts, farm shirts or 4H attire and suitable shoes. No shorts, san-

dals, bathing suits or bare feet will be allowed. 

 

PLEASE KEEP YOUR AREAS CLEAN AT ALL TIMES. The displaying of 

farm signs, banners, and equipment is encouraged. These displays should be 

appropriate, not interfere with other exhibits or create a safety/fire hazard. 

 

PARKING:  Cars are to be parked in designated areas. Access to the Fair-

grounds livestock areas will be restricted to those vehicles carrying animals or 

supplies. During Fair time, please make deliveries before 10:00 a.m. 

 

CAMPING:  Any exhibitor requiring camper space needs to make advance 

reservations. Please fill out a camper registration form and mail with your en-

tries. There will be a $10 per night camping fee. Quiet time starts at 11:30 

p.m. If more than one warning is received, exhibitor will be asked to leave. 

 

PLEASE NOTE: All reasonable precautions will be taken by the Fair for 

the safekeeping of animals and articles entrusted to its care, but all exhib-

its are received upon express condition that the FAIR SHALL NOT BE 

RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY LOSS OR DAMAGE that may occur to ani-

mals or articles on exhibit for any reason. Exhibitors, contestants, and/or 

participants agree to be solely responsible for any loss, injury to, damage 

done, occasioned by or arising from any exhibit, equipment, animal or 

person and to defend and indemnify the Fair and Fair management 

thereof against any and all claims and liability thereto. In view of this un-

derstanding, exhibitors, contestants and/or participants may deem it ad-

visable to obtain appropriate liability insurance.

TRACTOR PULL REGULATIONS: 

FARM STOCK CLASS: 

 

1. A farm tractor at it was manufactured with frame, motor with identifying 

numbers intact, front-end, drive train and rear-end, working governors with no 

over-rides. 

2. Stock RPMs 

3. A limit of 18.4 inches rubber tractor tire width, no cut tires 

4. Tractors must run fuel as designed by the factory with only gas, diesel or 

propane allowed. 
5. Tractors designed with duel-fuel systems may compete if access to one 

fuel tank is disconnected. 
6. The use of stock transmission with power shift is legal. 

7. Four-wheel drive tractors allowed as two-wheel drive units only and front 

drive must be disengaged. 
Turbos are allowed only when installed at time of manufacture. 
 

SUPER STOCK CLASS: 

 

1. Cut tires allowed no greater than 32 inches. 

 

MODIFIED CLASS: 

 

1. Cut tires allowed, maximum width of 30‖ 

2. Each tractor will be equipped with a kill switch. 

3. No portion of a modified tractor may exceed 12 feet. 

 

ALL TRACTORS: 

 

1. 1. Must be equipped with workable rear brakes. 

2. 2. All weights must be safely secured and must not extend rearward 

beyond the tires. 

3. No portion of the tractor may interfere with the sled or the sled hitch. 

4. All tractors must be equipped with wheelie bars. 

5. Hitch height will not exceed 20 inches. 

6. Hitch must be flat, stationary and rigid in all directions. 

7. Hitches must have minimum inside diameter of 2.5 inches not to ex-

ceed 3.5 inches. 

8. Hitches must have a solid, bolted clevis or welded ring with a minimum 

cross section of ¾ (.75) inches. 

9. All tractors must have sufficient shielding of all moving parts, fenders 

and floorboards required in all classes. 

 

SAFETY: 

 

1. The tractor must be operated in a safe manner at all times. 

2. All tractors must have workable rear brakes. 

3. The driver must remain seated at all times while pulling or operating the 

tractor in the pit area. 

4. A driver may get off the seat if the tractor is not in motion. 

5. All drivers and crews must wear shirts and shoes. 



 

 

6. CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOL OR ILLEGAL DRUGS IS 

STRICTLY PROHIBITED. 

7. All tractors must be in neutral or park and the driver’s foot off the clutch 

with the brakes applied while being hooked or unhooked from the sled. 

8. All weights will be securely fastened to the tractor. 

9. No one is allowed on the track except for the track officials and the con-

testant. The track area is defined as 30 feet in any direction of the contest 

course boundaries. 

10. Operators must be licensed drivers. 

11. Drivers must be able to properly operate controls while seated. 

12. All tractors must have sufficient shielding of all moving parts, fenders 

and floorboards required in all classes. 

13. All fueling, repairs and equipment adjustment will be done in areas ap-

proved by the Rehoboth Fair. 

 

PULL ENTRY RULES: 

 

1. All drivers will complete an entry form for the class desired and pay the 

entry fee prior to weigh in. 
2. Each tractor must be re-entered for each class with a new entry form. 

3. Each tractor will be inspected for Class eligibility at the time of weigh-in 

and at any time during the pulling contest. 
4. Pulling positions and heat assignments  will be selected by the Rehoboth 

Fair Pull Officials. 
5. All tractors, with the driver seated upon the tractor, will be weighed on the 

Rehoboth Fair scale. 
6. Drivers will be given the weight of the tractor and may add or remove 

weights after leaving the scale; no modifications will be allowed while on the 

scale. 
7. Drivers will be issued a number and proceed to the staging area and await 

the call for pulling. 
8. After weigh-in, tractors may not add to or remove air from the tires, or add 

weight to the tractor. 
9. Hitches will be inspected, and measured at the time of weigh-in. 

10. All safety equipment must be in place at the time of weigh in prior to entry 

approval. 
All tractors receiving cash premiums will be re-weighed prior to receipt of the 

premium. 
 

REHOBOTH FAIR TRACTOR PULL PERSONNEL: 

  

1. The Rehoboth Fair Tractor Pulls will be run by: an Entry/Scale crew, 

Sled Crew, and Track Crew,  

2. At the direction of the Rehoboth Fair Tractor Pull Committee Superin-

tendent or the designee. 

3. The Entry/Scale crew shall consist of a Scale Crew Chief, Scale Op-

erator, Cashiers. 

4. The Sled Crew shall consist of a Sled Crew Chief and Assistants. 

5. The Track Crew will consist  of Flaggers, Tapers, Equipment Opera-

tors and Track Crew Chief. 

6. The Scale Crew Chief, Sled Crew Chief, Track Crew Chief, and a 

person or persons selected by the Rehoboth Fair shall be the judges 

for the event. The Rehoboth Fair reserves the right to chsnge Judges 

for each class. 

 

TRANSFER SLED RULES: 

 

1. At the signal of the Sled crew Chief, the Driver will back into the hitch 

position. 

2. All tractors must be in neutral or park and the driver’s foot off the 

clutch with the brakes applied while being hooked or unhooked from 

the sled. 

3. All pulls must start with a tight hitch, no jerking will be permitted. 

4. The Sled will have a chain length of 48 inches. 

5. Upon the signal of the starter, the driver will have 30 seconds to start a 

pull. 

6. Each contestant will be allowed two (2) consecutive attempts and fifty 

feet to start the sled. 

7. The tractor and sled must remain within the boundaries of the contest 

course. 

8. An attempt to move the sled is a measurable distance. 

9. All pulls made during a contest will be measured. 

10. A Full Pull is 200 feet. 

11. A pull is over when the Sled is pulled 200 feet or when the tractor can-

not maintain forward motion. 

12. The track judge will signal when a pull is completed. 

13. The pulling tractor will be disconnected and upon signal of the Sled 

Crew Chief return to the ready area. 

14. The tapers will measure the length of the pull and record the result with 

the track recorder. 

15. The Sled will be returned to the starting line and the track conditioned 

as ordered by the track judge as warranted by the track conditions. 

16. The puller must heed all directions from the Sled Crew Chief when 

hitching and un-hitching. 

17. The puller must heed all directions from the Track Judge when in the 

pull. 

18. The decisions of the Track snd Pull judges are final. 

19. Upon completion of the pull, the cash premium winners will report to 

the scale for weigh-in. The tractor must re-weigh within 50lbs of the 

pre-pull weight. 



 

 

20. The winners will bring their weight slip to the Announcing Booth for 

payment of the premium. 

21. Non-premium winners are to report to the Announcing Booth for their 

awards. 

 

SLAB RULES: 

 

1. A safe drawbar to accept a 6 inch hook at a maximum height of 20 

inches. Hook must hang straight down. 20 inch height is measured 

where pulling point clevis attaches to the drawbar or hitch point of the 

clevis. All loose, swinging, or excessively worn drawbars will be dis-

qualified. 

2.All hydraulic drawbars will be fixed and no drawbars may be chained in 

any way or manner. 

3. Length of pull will be 12 feet. 

4. All drivers will be licensed, with valid proof required. 

5. All weight must be secure (no loose weights) and may not exceed two 

feet in front of the tractor (judges discretion). 

6. Weights must be sold and safely secured. Insecurable weights will be 

grounds sor disqualification. Any weight falling from a tractor will give 

cause to disqualify tractor. 

7. Excessive leakage of fluids will not be allowed on the slab (judges discre-

tion) which will cause disqualification. 

8. Nitrous oxide will not be allowed. 

9. All other general rules are applied to the slab pulls. 

10, Chain must remain tight at all times. Slack chain on a pull attempt will 

result in disqualification. 

11. Boundaries will be provided  at the edge of the slab. A tractor that 

crosses or touches boundaries will be disqualified. 

12. Breakdown before first try, that driver goes last in the round. After sec-

ond breakdown, driver is disqualified. 

13, No bouncing or rocking in seat will be allowed. Driver must remain 

seated. Movement by driver is limited to normal operation of the trac-

tor. Violations will result in disqualification. 

14. A two minute hitch time will be enforced. Clock will be stopped be-

tween hookups. On final pull off clock time will be one minute and 30 

seconds. Clocks will be stopped between hookups. 

15. All tractors must be equipped with safety (wheelie) bars. Safety bar 

specifications are as follows: 

 

a. The safety bars must be made of 3 inch channel-iron or equiva-

lent. 

b. The safety bars must be rigid and stationary, and shall extend 

from the middle of the rear axle and past the rear tires, and not 

move more than 10 inches from the ground. 

c. Three point hitching arms may be used if bolted stationary into 

position. 

d. All safety bars must be equipped with safety pads on the ends of 

the bars. 

e. The safety pads must be stationary, and must not be less than 25 

square inches per pad. 

f. All tractors must be equipped with safety bars strong enough to 

support the weight of the tractor when tested by the judge. 

16. Only the top 5 tractors can advance to higher weight class. 

17. When pull starts, the last driver in the first round completes his pull 

closes the class. No new entries will be accepted. 

 

WEIGHT TRANSFER SLED RULES: 

 

1. Farm Modified Tractors are those using any combinations of engine, 

transmission, and final drive.  

2. You must use farm tractor rear-end. Engines used in automobiles and 

trucks are acceptable. 

3. Stock Farm Tractors shall consist of the stock engine block as listed by 

the manufacturer with no visual modification: the stock bell housing, 

the stock transmission housing, and the stock final drive housing, the 

stock transmission housing and the stock final drive housing, all as 

listed by the manufacturer, Standard RPM only, no governor overrides 

and RPM will be checked upon Driver Protest. Said Protest must be 

placed immediately after pull of protested tractor. 

4. Contests are open to tractors with rubber tires, no four- wheel drives, 

no tire studs and no chains permitted. 

5. A limit of 18.4 inches on tractor tire width for Farm Stock Tractors, 

and a 30.5‖ width for Farm Modified and Superstock Tractors. 

6. No portion of a modified tractor may exceed 14 feet forward of the 

center of the rear wheels. 

7. All weights must be safely secured to the tractor and must not extend 

rearward beyond the tires. 

8. No portion of the tractor may interfere with the sled or the sled hitch 

during the pull. 

9. All tractors must be equipped with workable rear brakes. 

10. The use of torque converters, automatic shifts, etc. will be permitted. 

11. Excessive loss of liquid by a tractor while in forward motion during a 

contest on the track will be cause for disqualification, unless due to 

internal breakage. 

12. Operator must remain seated during a pull. 

13. Each tractor can only be entered in one class per night and only once 

in each class. 

14. Number one puller will be the test puller, and take a pull if the weight 

machine is OK, or he/she may pull immediately for his/her second 

pull, OR he/she may pull in a third position. If a contestant experiences 

mechanical problems during a pull (before his/her official pull), he/she 



 

 

will have the option of dropping to third or last position. If the weight 

machine needs further adjustment, the first puller after each adjustment 

will be treated as the number one puller. All decisions on re-pulls 

caused by a contest malfunction, the puller, at his/her digression, may 

drop three positions. All disqualifications on the first attempt bars a 

second attempt. Ina pull-off, after the first tractor has made a legal 

pull, all remaining tractors must hook and pull at that weight. 

15. All pulls must start with a tight hitch, no jerking will be permitted. 

Contestants will be allowed two consecutive attempts and 75 feet to 

the start of the sled. Voluntary stop must be signaled by operator to 

track judge. Failure to do so constitutes an official pull. 

16. All pulls during a contest will be measured. 

17. Track is not to exceed 300 feet in length, 30 feet in width and all 

boundaries shall be lined. 

18. Track will be maintained and packed. 

19. All pulls shall be operated with two flagmen. Number one flagman 

will be responsible for readiness of track, pulling machine and contest-

ant. Number two flagman will be responsible for balance of the track. 

20. The flagman will be given a red flag to be used when the flagman be-

lieves the contestant is violating a rule. 

21. When entering a class, all contestants will draw for positions upon 

signing into class. 

22. Contest is to be governed by the judge or judges with all decisions 

final. Judges have the right to stop and disqualify any tractor if it is not 

being operated in such a manner that would be considered safe. 

23. Operators must be licensed drivers, proof will be required. 

24. A kill switch is mandatory on all modifieds, superstock, and home-

made tractors. Proof of switch operation is mandatory. 

25. Helmets, eye protection, and fire suits shall be required on a home-
